Noted: Comments from councillors that this was a small extension providing a utility room, replacing an existing porch.  The extension’s roofline would be at right-angles to the existing roofline, but this was probably unavoidable. The proposed finish to the new windows appeared to be painted timber, and it was assumed that the existing windows would be painted to match. The extension would come close to the existing boundary by the road which would provide only narrow pedestrian access around the side of the house. It was assumed that the utility fittings would link to the existing kitchen drainage.  The extension would improve the accommodation, provide additional privacy, and improve the external appearance of the building by removing the incongruous porch.
