Stop lines for development in Risbury along the main Pencombe Road, and broad policies for development along Blacksmiths Lane and Poplands Lane (following map data responses from the May questionnaire). New housing based on single-plot frontages as for existing housing.
Stop lines also for development in Stoke Prior.

Possible housing/village hall development between The Bury and Belmont, and also adjacent to the School (consult landowner).

Housing policy for Steen’s Bridge to be as for the Core Strategy.

Affordable Housing provided through exception sites.

Support use of own land by local people for development for own or family use.

Design policy: renewable to be included, porous surfaces etc.

Highways: include road safety measures and passing places.

Businesses: possible small industrial site at Ford or expansion of Risbury industrial estate near Holywell Farm, although general policy against industrial development.

Environment: all comments support proposed policies.

Green spaces: not all infill land to be built on. Maybe include village green in any larger development.
Rural growth policies from other NP (?Northumberland) to be examined.
