	Development of Issues & Options Paper (Project Stage 4)

Received: Working documents and notes of the two Working Group meetings held in August (Minutes Annexe 125).

Noted: thanks to MK for drafting possible policy options.

Agreed: A narrative document suitable for public discussion was required which set out all the significant the issues identified in the consultations and questionnaire (in the order of the questionnaire), the background to possible options for tackling these, and then a description of those options. The document should not identify any preferred options, but should discuss any advantages and disadvantages, and should also briefly discuss any unfeasible options raised in the public consultation which have not been put forward (eg those proscribed by the Core Strategy).  All NDP options would have to be in general conformity with the Core Strategy and other planning legislation. Areas and options not suitable for the NDP but for possible action otherwise would also be included for completeness.

Agreed: Broad options for most issues identified by the Working Group, to be included in a draft document to be prepared by PB, incorporating the work of MK and PLO.

Agreed: A Working Party meeting would be held on Monday 15 September at 7.30pm at PLO’s, to consider the draft document. PLO would invite Bill Bloxsome. 
Agreed: A final draft of the Issues & Options consultation document would be approved by the Committee on 22 September, HFW would obtain quotes for printing 350 copies in the week of 29 September. Copies for each household would be distributed by volunteers from 5 October; there would be a reply form to return to committee members or drop-boxes or by email.
Agreed: two drop-in consultation events for residents to discuss the document with committee members would be held on 16/17 October from 4-7.30pm in the two village halls if available.
