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Dear Volunteer,

On behalf of the NDP Steering Committee I am writing to ask for your help once again.  Visiting every house in the Group Parish with the Questionnaire proved very successful and we are grateful for your help and hard work in achieving the outstanding return rate of 82%.

We have now reached the next stage in preparing our Neighbourhood Plan.  The full Report summarising the Questionnaire replies is on our website www.hfspgroup.org.uk for those who have access to a computer.  From this Report and the earlier meetings in the village halls we have put together a series of proposals concerning all the topics which were clearly of greatest concern to our residents.

These proposals are being printed in a booklet under the title of “Our Emerging Plan”.  Some of these proposals have alternative options from which we have to choose the best one for our community.  We are inviting every resident to read the booklet and give us their views on the different issues and their options.  To help in this process there will be a response form and envelope for every household and more are available if different members of the household would like to have their own response sheet.

[bookmark: _GoBack]We would be grateful if you would distribute a copy of the booklet “Our Emerging Plan” to each of the households you visited with the Questionnaire and a week or so later to arrange to call back to pick up the completed response forms in their envelopes.  It would be helpful if you could have a word with each household to explain briefly the importance of getting the views of all our residents.  You could mention that this is indeed a crucial stage in preparing our NDP as, for the first time, the booklet contains the bones of the policies which could form the basis of our final Plan.

If no one is at home when you call, there is no need to call back on this occasion. Leave the booklet with a covering letter which we will supply and suggest a time you might return to pick up the replies.  The replies can also be dropped in to the Old Post Office (Risbury) or Post Office (Stoke Prior), given or sent to the Clerk, or brought to one of the drop in events.

In addition to the booklet we are arranging three “drop in” events in the village halls and at Humber Close.  The timetable is as follows:
