Delivering our Draft Neighbourhood Plan
August 2015
Dear
Many thanks for agreeing to help once again with consulting our residents about our Neighbourhood Development Plan.
The full draft Plan has now been produced, and we are at the important stage of undertaking a formal statutory consultation on this. The consultation formally runs from 1 August until 15 September, during which time all local residents and businesses have an opportunity to comment on the Plan. Numerous local and national agencies, such as The Environment Agency, Natural England and Herefordshire Wildlife Trust are also statutory or recommended consultees and have been asked for their comments.

The draft Plan is published on 1 August on the NDP web-pages and is available elsewhere, and advertisements about the consultation have been placed in The Parish Pump and around the Parish. However – uniquely as far as we know – we are going further than this to provide every home and business in the Group Parish with a printed copy. 
Wherever possible, please hand the draft Plan personally to your neighbour to emphasise its importance:  

· Say that you are calling on behalf of the Neighbourhood Development Plan committee to give them their copy of the draft Neighbourhood Plan.

· Give them a copy of the draft Plan, together with the covering letter and Response Form.
· Briefly outline the importance of the Neighbourhood Plan: it will set planning policies for our area for the next 15 years, and has been produced by the community after several consultation events last year.
· Ask them to read the covering letter and Foreword in the Plan which explains more, and encourage them to read the whole document – although long it is very important to everyone.

· Tell them that information about how to make comments is included early in the document, and that a Response Form is provided for this.  Comments must be made by 15 September.

· Say that if they have any queries, they can find more information on the NDP web-pages or can contact the committee through the Clerk. Also, there will be some drop-in sessions for people to ask questions (and deliver Comments forms) – the first of these will be on Saturday 1 August from 2.00pm at the School during the Community Week events there.  Others will be advertised in the Parish Pump.
We would like copies to be delivered as early as possible in the first week of August.

If there is no-one at home on your first visit, please could you make a note of this on your list and try again some other time.  If after a second visit you still cannot deliver the draft Plan personally, then please feel free to put it through the letterbox with the covering letter and Response Form inside the front cover.

Please could you keep a record of when you deliver to each property, and then return the list to the person who gave it to you.
We are not asking you to return to collect Response Forms, as not everyone will wish to make comments.  Information about how to return the forms is included in the Plan and repeated on the front of the Response Form.
Once again, thankyou for assisting with this important stage of the Neighbourhood Plan. If you have any queries or comments about this exercise, then please contact one of us.
