Resolved, following discussion, to submit the following comments to Herefordshire Council: The Council opposes the application for the following reasons. The application for outline approval (150677) had specified the new dwelling to be a three-bedroom house. The Council had supported that outline application, commenting that the site was suitable for a single dwelling but raising concerns about the mass and scale of the property, and also about drainage. This application, whilst attempting to address the visual impact of the development by cutting into the bank, is for a very large 4-bedroom house with an attached two-storey garage/games room, and will therefore be of a mass and scale out of keeping with surrounding properties, contrary to Policy HFSP4(b) of the Neighbourhood Development Plan. The change from the outline application from a 3-bed to a very large 4-bed dwelling also does not contribute to providing the smaller properties (1-3 bedrooms) which the Neighbourhood Development Plan identifies as being needed. The application also does not address how the Council’s concerns about surface-water run-off onto the road will be managed, with the driveway specified as being tarmac/bonded gravel, contrary to Policy HFSP8(g) of the Neighbourhood Development Plan. No details are given of the location and type of foul-water drainage.
